The Service Unit Annual Strength in Diversity Award is given to a Service Unit whose actions have
measurably advanced diversity and inclusion within the council community. The Service Unit must
have made pluralism, the practice of valuing human life in all its rich diversity, a priority by offering
girls and volunteers the opportunity to develop the skills, knowledge, and attitudes that welcome,
appreciate, and respect differences. There is only one awarded per year.

Criteria:
1. Improving the understanding of and appreciation for differences.
2. Encouraging diversity in its membership and working towards reaching the goal of making
Girl Scouts available to every girl, everywhere.

Nomination:
An individual or group familiar with the service performed submits a nomination form, nomination
letter, and 3 letters of endorsement to the council’s Recognitions Committee.

Approval:
The Recognitions Committee reviews the nomination and the council board of directors determines
approval. The Recognitions Committee notifies the nominating group or individuals.

Form of Recognition:

This award is a plaque inscribed with the Service Unit number to be displayed at the council office.
The award is announced at the council’s Annual Meeting.

Give examples of individual leadership within your Service Unit that have enhanced skills, knowledge, and
attitudes with respect to diversity.
