PARTICIPATING ONLINE

Beginning October 7th, girls create an online account in the M2 system.

Within her online account, she creates an avatar with her own virtual
likeness, enters e-mail addresses and creates a personal message to
send to family and friends. As a way to increase her sales, we also sug-
gest she record her voice for her avatar or upload a personal video ex-
plaining what her troop plans to do with the money earned. She then
launches her campaign and her personal message is sent with links for
her customers to shop for magazines and/or candy/nut items.

Girls should create their online account and send out e-mails early in
the program to allow maximum time for their customers to make a
purchase.

Payment is collected at the time of order (online via credit card) for all
products ordered online (including girl-delivery candy/nut items).

All orders placed online (including girl-delivery orders) are auto-
matically added to the M2 System so parents need not record/
enter any online sales.

SAFETY GUIDELINES

o Always wear a Girl Scout membership pin, uniform sash, vest or
other Girl Scout clothing.

e Be familiar with the neighborhoods where they sell.

o Sell door-to-door during daylight hours.

e When selling door-to-door, Girl Scout Juniors and below must be
accompanied by an adult at all times. Girl Scout Cadettes and older
must be supervised by an adult. Girls must always use the buddy
system.

o Never give any customer personal information about herself, in-
cluding last name, address or phone number.

o Never enter a customer's house.

e Have a plan for safeguarding the money collected.
